Head lice

While children are at school, many families will have contact with head lice. It is known that head lice have been
around for thousands of years, and given the chance, anyone can get them as they move from head to head without
discrimination.

Over the past few days, head lice checks have been carried out throughout the whole school, with very pleasing
results.

Head lice are spread by contact occurring between one human head and another human head. The head lice move
along the hair shaft from the head of an infested person to the hair of another person. Head lice cannot fly or jump
and they do not crawl along furniture or hop between car seats. Head lice cannot survive off the human head for
more than a few hours.

It is thought that increased human contact, especially among young children, may have contributed to an increase in
head lice because of increased opportunities for transmission.

Head lice live in the hair and come down to the scalp to feed by sucking blood. So head lice formulations must be
applied to all parts of the hair. A complete regime consists of two treatments 7 days apart, the first to Kill the climb-
ers, and the second to Kill the juvenile lice hatched from the eggs over the intervening 6 days. No product currently
available kills all eggs.

In almost all cases a second treatment is needed since no head lice treatment kills 100% of the eggs. So if the first
treatment killed all climbers, at the second treatment one would expect only juveniles, hatched from eggs during the
7 day period, and no adults. You must retreat on day 7 with the same product that worked on the first treatment, and
evaluate efficacy using the same protocol.

If lice are found at the second treatment, and they are killed by this treatment, there are two options:

1. retreatment with same preparation a third time in 7 days to verify complete cure, or

2. 7 days after the second treatment, put conditioner in the hair, comb with a fine tooth comb and check for lice.
If treatment has been as successful as possible, only juvenile lice should be found at the second treatment, and no
lice should be found on the third treatment or the third examination.

If no lice are found at the second treatment, the case has been cured.

The Life Cycle of Head Lice
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0 days 12-135 days h

Egg is laid on hair shaft. Egg is called a 'nit'.

Louse emerges after 6-7 days.

First moult 2 days after hatching.

Second moult 5 days after hatching.

Third moult 10 days after hatching.

Emerging from their third moult as adult lice, the female and slightly similar male begins to reproduce.
Female lays first egg 1 or 2 days after mating.

Female can lay approximately 3 to 8 eggs per day for the next 16 days.
Havmg lived 32 to 35 days the louse dies.
Tying long hair back or braiding it, may help to reduce the transmission of lice.
