In 2008, the National Assessment Program o
Literacy and Numeracy (NAPLAN) commenced in
Australian schools. The program continues in 2009
with all students in Years 3,5, 7 and 9 being
assessed using common national tests in Reading,
Writing, Language Conventions (Spelling, Grammar
and Punctuation) and Numeracy. The content of
each test is informed by the National Statements of
Learning in English and Mathematics, which
underpin state and territory learning frameworks.
Test questions cover aspects of Literacy (Reading,
Writing, Grammar, Punctuation and Spelling) and
Numeracy. Questions are multiple -choice or require
a short written response. The Writing task requires
students to write a narrative or story. All

government and non -government education
authorities have contributed to the development of
NAPLAN materials.
