HELPING WITH READING AT HOME  
Reading is constructing meaning from a text. It is not 

merely sounding out words. The purpose of  reading is 

to gain and understand the authorõs message. Readers 

may tune out if they are not constructing meaning.  

When reading with your children at home remember 

that reading can be to your child, reading along with 

your child or reading by your child.  

By using a variety of text with predictable story lines 

and content, familiar language, supportive  pictures, 

rhyme, rhythm and repetition, you will support your 

childõs reading development. 

Remember to use the PAUSE, PROMPT, PRAISE 

method when reading with your child.  

PAUSE  

Always allow time for your child to try to work out the 

word for themselves.  

PROMPT  

Encourage your child to look at the pictures.  

Aské  What word might make sense?    

           What word would sound right?  

           What does it start with?  

If the word makes sense, allow the child to continue 

reading. If the word doesnõt make sense, encourage 

your child to have another try, then tell your child the 

word.  

PRAISE  

At all times it is important that the children are 

praised and encouraged for their efforts. The support 

and encouragement provided at home will greatly    

assist childrenõs reading development.
